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PRESENT PERFECT TENSE

O "present perfect" é utilizado para indicar um vinculo entre o presente e o passado. O tempo em que a a¢do
ocorre é anterior ao presente momento, mas nao é especificado, e geralmente estamos mais interessados
no resultado do que na propria acao.

Formando o ""Present Perfect"

O "present perfect” de qualquer verbo é composto por dois elementos: a forma apropriada do verbo
auxiliar to have (no presente) e o "past participle” do verbo principal.

A forma do "past participle™ de um verbo regular inclui o radical + ed — assim como faziamos no
passado(ex.: played, arrived, looked). Para os verbos irregulares, precisamos consultar a Tabela de Verbos
Irregulares.

Observe:

Sujeito + have/has + verbo principal no participio + complemento.
Susan has been to England. (Susan esteve na Inglaterra).

Susan = sujeito

Has = verbo auxiliar To Have na 32 pessoa so singular (she)
Been = verbo principal irregular (be)

To England = complemento

Para a forma NEGATIVA, precisamos acrescentar NOT apds o verbo auxiliar TO HAVE (has/have).
Observe:

AFIRMATIVA: Susan has been to England. (Susan esteve na Inglaterra).
NEGATIVA: Susan has not been to England. (Susan esteve na Inglaterra).




Para a forma INTERROGATIVA, precisamos trocar sujeito e verbo auxiliar (has/have) de posi¢éo na frase.
Observe:

AFIRMATIVA: Susan has been to England. (Susan esteve na Inglaterra).
INTERROGATIVA: Has Susan been to England? (Susan esteve na Inglaterra?).

O "Present Perfect" ¢ utilizado para descrever:

e Uma acdo ou situacgdo iniciada no passado e que permanece no presente. | have lived in Bristol since
1984. (= e continuo morando.)

o Uma acdo realizada durante um periodo e que ainda ndo tenha sido finalizada. She has been to the
cinema twice this week. (= e a semana ainda ndo acabou.)

o Uma acdo repetida em um periodo nao especificado entre o passado e o presente. We have
visited Portugal several times.

« Uma acdo concluida no passado recente, indicada pelo termo 'just'. I have just finished my work.

o Uma acdo cujo periodo de ocorréncia ndo seja importante. He has read ‘War and Peace'. (=0
resultado da leitura é importante.)

Present perfect: "FOR" e "SINCE"

Através do uso do "present perfect”, podemos definir um periodo de tempo anterior ao momento presente,
considerando sua duracao, caso no qual utilizamos for + periodo de tempo, ou considerando seu ponto de
partida, em que empregamos since + momento concreto. "For" e "since" podem ainda ser utilizados no
"past perfect". "Since" admite apenas tempos verbais perfeitos. "For" pode também ser utilizado no "simple
past".

"For" + periodo de tempo
for six years, for a week, for a month, for hours, for two hours

I have worked here for five years. (Eu trabalho aqui por cinco anos)

"Since" + momento concreto

since this morning, since last week, since yesterday
since | was a child, since Wednesday, since 2 o'clock

I have worked here since 1990.( Eu trabalho aqui desde 1990)
