POSSESSIVE PRONOUNS

Os pronomes possessivos em inglés (possessive pronouns) sao utilizados para indicar a posse

de algo para alguém.
Observe:
My pen is new. (Minha caneta é nova.)

Neste caso, temos um exemplo de Possessive adjective, pois o pronome (MY) esta acompanhando o

substantivo.
This pen is mine. (Essa caneta é minha.)

Neste caso, temos um exemplo de Paossessive pronouns, pois o pronome (MINE) esta substituindo o

substantivo.

No inglés, sdao divididos em dois tipos: 0s pronomes possessivos e 0s adjetivos possessivos.

Personal pronoun Possessive adjective Possessive pronoun

(pronome pessoal) (adjetivo possessivo) |(pronome possessivo) Tradugdo

I My Mine meu(s), minha(s)

You Your Yours seu/teu(s), sual/tua(s)
He His His seu(s), sua(s) dele

She Her Hers seu(s), sua(s), dela

It Its Its seu(s), sua(s) dele, dela
We Our Ours nosso(s), nossa(s)

You Your Yours seus, suas, de vocés

They Their Theirs seu(s), sua(s), dele(s), dela(s)




Qual a diferenca entre eles na préatica? Vejamos.

Os adjetivos possessivos sao aqueles que se assemelham aos pronomes possessivos do
portugués e a forma como usamos. Ou seja, nas frases, eles precisam que um substantivo venha
logo depois. Confira no exemplo e perceba o substantivo sublinhado na sequéncia:

e He is my father. (Ele é meu pai.)
e Is this your house? (Essa € sua casa?)
e Thisis their car. (Este é o0 seu carro. ou Este é o carro deles/delas.)

Uma vez visto que os adjetivos possessivos ndo aparecem sozinhos, compreenda que 0s
pronomes possessivos servem justamente para mostrar posse de algo, porém, sem precisar
demonstrar o substantivo. Eles tém a funcéo de substituir a presenca do substantivo, tanto na fala
guanto na escrita. Veja alguns casos para compreender melhor como isso funciona.

e Thisis my house. That is yours. (Esta é a minha casa. Aquela é a sua.)

Veja que o substantivo ‘house’ ndo aparece na segunda frase. Entdo, o pronome possessivo ‘yours’
indicou que o objeto de posse (casa) € o0 mesmo, porém, pertence a outra pessoa.

o Her father is tall. Mine is short. (Seu pai € alto. O meu é baixo.)
e His caris new. Ours is very old. (Seu carro € novo. O nosso € muito velho.)
